What is Paintball? 

Think of it as a giant game of "Capture the Flag" under different playing environments (they have 6 different fields of play), where people are shooting at you.  

If I get hit by a paintball, will it hurt?

It stings a little (kinda like getting hit by a slow pitched softball). You may get a bruise, but it is really not a painful sport. You are supplied a mask so your face is protected. Think of this as a reason to not get hit NOT a reason for you to not go.

What to wear?
